Data Interpretation Questions
​
Answer:
Country A. It has the highest income ($62,000) and internet access (98%), which aligns with the definition of standard of living (wealth, material goods, technology).
​
Answer:
Country A has high wealth but poor air quality (145), while Country B has low wealth but very clean air (25). This shows a trade-off where industrialization increases wealth but harms the environment.
​
Answer:
Modern societies often face automation displacing workers or jobs moving internationally (globalization), whereas rural societies often rely on farming where there is always labor to be done, even if low-paying.
​
Critical Thinking: Quality of Life vs. Standard of Living
​
Answer:
Answers will vary. Students might choose Country A for long life expectancy (81) despite stress. Or Country B for low stress (4.5) and clean air (25), despite lower life expectancy. Or Country C as a balance.
​
Answer:
They might be experiencing the shift where traditional farming jobs are disappearing but new tech/industrial jobs haven't fully been created yet, or people lack the skills for new jobs.
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
